Cann, James Harris, and Richard Dyer, personally to be and appear at the Tuns Inn, in Tiverton aforesaid, on Tuesday the Twenty-Seventh Day of September Instant, between the hours of Ten and twelve of the Clock in the Forenoon of the Day, and abide the Order of the Deputy Lieutenants, according to the Provisions of the said Act, In default of which they will become subject to such and the like Punishments, Penalties, and Forfeitures as are incurred by Deserters from the Militia.
