At a SPECIAL MEETING held at the SCHOOL, Sampford Peverell, DECEMBER 18th, it was resolved that the Company, lately entitled the “Middle Class Proprietary School Company” should be registered under the Company’s Act, 1862, as the “EAST DEVON COUNTY SCHOOL ASSOCIATION , limited”. This step has been taken in order to put the School on a parallel footing with the Devon County School, at West Buckland, and to extend its usefulness more widely over the East of Devon. The shares are £5.
Mr. S. Watson, late of Battersea Training College, and member of the University of London, has been appointed Head Master, in the room of Mr. Robinson.
Two scholarships of £5 per annum, one tenable for two years, the other tenable for one year, have been founded fro the benefit of the school.
